4
-year-old sophomore at Wasilla High School when he and a friend went to Hatcher Pass to play on their snowboards. Columbe got caught and buried in an avalanche but lucky for him, a friend saw where he went under and was able to find him and dig him out in time to save his life. They had no training or safety equipment and both said they had no idea that avalanches were a problem in this area before their experience.
Jesse Tol, 31, wasn’t so lucky. Although Tol had years of experience, was equipped with safety gear and had practice in search and rescue, he still got caught in an avalanche near Valdez in 2008. His father John, his best friend and partner, watched that slide swallow his son and crush his life. Frantic and horrified, he ran out of time trying desperately to reach and dig out his 
son
.
